UNFINISHED BUSINESS
A. DD Council State Plan 2017-2021

No updates at this time. 
B. Maui Bowling Alley
Mr. Urayanza reported that SAAC members volunteered to invite Charmaine Tavares to their Maui SAAC meeting to talk about her efforts to get a bowling alley in Maui.  Mr. Moniz reported that SAAC members will meet with Maui Councilmember Sugimura, Chair of the Policy, Economic Development and Agriculture Committee, to discuss how to get a new bowling alley.
C. Maui County Independent Living position status
Ms. Kehus reported that the Maui County Council requested funds for an independent living specialist position.  No update at this point.
VI.
NEW BUSINESS
A. Ms. Kehus distributed copies of a report from Ms. Bartoldus regarding measures that the Developmental Disabilities Council testified on during this year’s Legislative Session.  
B. Ms. Kehus gave information on the Assistive Technology Resource Center Self-Defense Project scheduled for June 4-6, 2018.  Though training is free, scholarships are available for neighbor island participation. 
C. Ms. Kehus distributed copies of the Maui County Office on Aging ADRC Quick Reference Guide for Older Adults, Caregivers, and Adult Persons with Disabilities.  Additional copies are available at ADRC’s main office at the Cameron Center.  Ms. Sly mentioned that this resource has helped people who needed services not available through the Arc.
D. Assistive Technology Resource Center updated their brochure to include a picture of a child to let people know they have equipment and technology for children as well as adults.  Ms. Kehus added that they have a lending library and more information on their website.

E. Ms. Kehus provided information regarding the American Association of People with Disabilities on National Disability Voter Registration Week during July 16-20, 2018.  A Social Media Toolkit is available on their website.  Mr. Sabado commented that the people at the polls are happy to help people at the polling locations.  Ms. Kehus added that members from Maui Disability Alliance are considering a date for the 2018 Legislative Forum to include voter registration. 
F. Mr. Urayanza reported that he will be volunteering with one of the candidates as one of his goals. He plans to talk to candidates to learn what their positions are before deciding on where he will volunteer.  He hopes to find someone who has similar views and interests.  As a volunteer, he will be doing many different jobs such as sign waving, getting the word out, going door to door, handing out information at fairs, helping to stuff envelopes, and making phone calls.  Mr. Urayanza will share his process and experience with SAAC.

· Mr. Moniz shared that some participants plan to attend a concert at the Maui Arts and Cultural Center. 
· Ms. Moniz shared that people plan to attend the O῾ahu for Special Olympics next weekend.  Ms. Kaeha shared that last week her bowling score was 130.
