UNFINISHED BUSINESS
A. DD Council State Plan 2017-2021
Ms. Kehus provided the following:

· Mr. Kemp’s resignation leaves a vacancy on the DD Council for an individual with intellectual/developmental disability or family member from Maui.  Those who are interested need to complete an online application.  Ms. Kehus distributed examples of the application.  Council members serve 2 four-year terms.  Daintry Bardtoldus, DDC’s Executive Administrator is seeking individuals throughout the state to serve on the Council.
· The DDC Annual Meeting was on June 25, 2018.  New DDC officers were nominated and council members selected the committees they want to serve on.  Mary Brogan, DD Division Administrator; Maureen Bates, DVR Administrator; and Pat Morrissey, Director for Center on Disabilites Studies at UH Mānoa are new council members. 

· Next DDC meeting is on Monday, July 30, 2018 at the Princess Victoria Kamāmalu building, 1010 Richards Street in Downtown Honolulu.
B. LifeCourse Framework
· Ms. Kehus met with several waiver provider agency staff to schedule LifeCourse Framework trainings.  The purpose of the training is to become familiar with the LifeCourse Framework tools.  This concept can be used by anyone to chart meaningful goals in achieving a desired path.  
C. MDA Legislative Forum
· Maui Disability Alliance is organizing the 22nd Legislative Forum for October 3, 2018.  A meeting this afternoon is 1:00 p.m.-2:30 p.m. at ῾Ohana Health Plan Office.  This year’s theme will be a game format like Jeopardy.  Categories will be education, employment, housing, heath, mental health and transportation.  Each category will incorporate questions and answers that reflect the needs of people with intellectual/developmental disabilities, mental illness, chronic diseases, mobility challenges, low vision, blindness, deaf, etc.  Participants playing Jeopardy will be given the questions and answers prior to the event and have an opportunity to share information with the audience.
A light meal will be provided, and people are encouraged to stay and talk story with candidates.  Voter Registration will be available at this year’s forum.

NEW BUSINESS
· Maui Economic Opportunity (MEO) has a new position.  Ms. Nani Watanabe is the new program coordinator for Maui Independent Living Center (MILC) through MEO.  She helps individuals with all disabilities, regardless of age, navigate the system for transportation, housing, acquiring benefits, advocacy, peer counselling, etc. so people can live independently in the community.  Ms. Watanabe does an initial intake to meet the person and can assist the case managers at the hospital with resources in the community they may be unaware of.  Her number is 808-249-2990 and she works out of the MEO office at 99 Mahalani Street in Wailuku.

A. Arc of Maui County:
· Arc of Maui County is participating in a Panda Express fundraiser. The agency is responsible for distributing flyers.  People bring the flyer to participating Panda Express and the agency receives 15% of all sales between 11:00 a.m.-9:00 p.m.  The dates are Saturday, August 4 and Sunday, August 5, 2018 at the Walmart location and Saturday, September 1 and Sunday, September 9, 2018 at the Queen Ka῾ahumanu Center location.  
· The recent Arc’s newsletter has an article on Charmaine Tavares’ talk at the SAAC meeting about the Maui Lanes and Fun Zone.  Ms. Tavares’ goal is to build a 28-lane bowling alley with bumper cars, restaurant, gift shop, arcade, community meeting rooms and more.  A possible site is the old Lowes location.

Announcements
 Ms. Kehus provided the following:
· Maui Tropic Care 2018 provides clinics at Central Maui, Kīhei, Lāhainā, Hāna, Moloka῾i and Lāna῾i.  Free medical, dental and vision screenings are provided by the U.S. Military.  The event runs from August 11–19, 2018.  MEO is providing a subsidy assistance program for people with disabilities to help pay for transportation.

· PAC RIM International Conference on Disability & Diversity is scheduled for March 4-5, 2019 at Hawai῾i Convention Center on O῾ahu.

· Postsecondary Support Project (PSP) through the Center for Disability Studies at UH Mānoa provides educational coaching for people with intellectual disabilities who wish to pursue a higher education.  Several individuals are starting classes soon and CDS will hire educational coaches.  The Educational Coach job description was distributed.
· Mental Health America has a free app called “Your Life Matters”.  This suicide prevention app provides users with resources in Hawai῾i.  Informational flyers were distributed.
