I. CALL TO ORDER 

Kyle Moniz called the meeting to order at 10:05 a.m.

Everyone introduced themselves.

STATEMENTS FROM THE PUBLIC

A. Minutes of the November 15, 2018 Meeting

The MDDC minutes were reviewed.  One correction identified.  Paulo Sabado’s name was listed twice under introductions.

V.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS
A. DD Council State Plan 2017-2021
Ms. Kehus provided information from the Developmental Disabilities Council (DDC) staff meeting held on Friday December 14, 2018.  National Association of Council on Developmental Disabilities (NACDD) is emphasizing the importance of using the word “inclusion” instead of “integration”.  Ms. Kehus showed a visual illustrating the difference between segregation, integration and inclusion.  Committee members discussed the differences between integration and inclusion.  
Ms. Kehus shared a sample poster for DD Awareness month from Larry Haramoto of Kalima O’ Maui.  The goal is to have numerous posters for opening day of the 2019 Legislative Session on January 16, 2019 and Day at the Capitol on March 7, 2019.  Deadline for posters at the 2019 Legislative Session is January 4, 2019 and February 8, 2019 for Day at the Capitol.  A signed release form needs to accompany each poster. 
Daintry Bartoldus, Executive Administrator for DDC, is working on the yearly progress report that is submitted to NACDD.  She requested statements from individuals on how DDC’s work impacted in their lives.  
B. DD Awareness Month- March 2019

March is Developmental Disabilities Awareness month.  The Day at the Capitol is on Thursday, March 7, 2019.
C. Maui Transition Cadre

The Maui Transition Cadre met on December 11, 2018 to discuss transition services for students and families as they move to adulthood.  Department of Education (DOE) is planning an event on February 22, 2019 for educators, case managers, counselors, and community resources to learn how to support transition planning to adulthood.  Ms. Kehus to share as more information becomes available. 
D. Crisis Intervention Training 
Ms. Kehus is a member of the Maui Mental Health collaboration team which provides a week-long training to new recruits at the Maui Police Department.  Individuals with intellectual/developmental disabilities will assist Ms. Kehus to create the one-hour training for the March 20, 2019 training.
VI.
NEW BUSINESS
A.  2019 Legislative Issues
The 2019 Legislative Session starts on January 16, 2019 and DDC will monitor the following legislative topics:  Medicaid oral health and fluoride in the water, increase minimum wage and the income disregard (Medicaid Buy-in).  Ms. Kehus will forward emails on a variety of topics during the session. 
VII.
AGENCY REPORTS
A. Arc of Maui County
Mr. Sabado said they had a great Christmas party.  Mr. Urayanza added his creative touch for the photo booth.  Mr. Sabado updated the group on the transportation video they are creating which may be completed by January to show the Maui Disability Alliance.  Mr. Sabado requested that people forward ideas to him.  

According to Ms. Sly, the Arc now has Waiver Employment services and are in the process of organizing it.  The Arc of Maui has an opening in their Napili home. 

Fundraiser at Paia Flatbread went well!  Ohana Fuel fundraiser is going well. 

B. Department of Health Developmental Disabilities Division 

Ms. Rona Alexander is the newest case manager with DOH-DDD who started in July 2018.  Case managers, Ms. Fukuhara and Mr. Aysonwright average about two intakes per month.  Judy Fukuhara is the temporarily assigned supervisor.  Ms. Alexander is Maui’s Systems Intensity Scale assessor.
DOH-DDD’s new information technology (IT) system called Inspire.  All providers will have access to ISP and quarterly reports in the system.  They will start with intakes in February.
C. Easter Seals Hawai῾i

Jennifer La’a is the new President for Easter Seals Hawai῾i.  Ms. La’a was a branch chief at DOH-DDD and returned to Easter Seals.  Sandy Kakugawa is the new TA branch chief with DOH-DDD.
D. SAAC
SAAC holiday party was on Tuesday, December 18, 2018.  Around 30 SAAC members attended.
SAAC members will vote for new officers, both Maui Officers as well as the State SAAC Officers, on January 15, 2019.  Larry Haramoto made a sign for Maui SAAC and outgoing officers will sign it at the end of their term.

The video “Intelligent Lives” was ordered.  Newly elected SAAC officers will organizing several showings throughout Maui County in 2019.  Dean Wong from Imua Family services requested a showing at Camp Imua Leadership Day in June 2019.
SAAC members will learn how to write Position Papers and Josh Ige is coming from Lāna῾i to assist members. 
Maui SAAC has no logo and is going to gather ideas to be voted on.
E. Special Olympics 

Special Olympics held a Christmas party where awards for athlete of the year were presented.  In February, T-Ball, Unified softball, Track, Swimming and Powerlifting will start.

Ms. Kehus showed the Deaf Communication Access Card made by Disability and Communications Access Board (DCAB).

Nā Keiki O Emalia is a non-profit that provides supports to children, teens and their families to help heal after the death of a loved one.
