I. CALL TO ORDER 

  Mr. Urayanza called the meeting to order at 10:10 a.m.

A. Mr. Moniz made the motion to accept the minutes. Ms. Satterlee seconded the motion. Everyone agreed. Minutes of May 16, 2019 Maui Developmental Disabilities Committee Meeting approved.

Mr. Moniz made a motion to accept the agenda. Ms. Ballard seconded the motion.  Everyone agreement. The MDDC accepted the agenda as distributed.  

V.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS
A. DD Council State Plan 2017-2021
Ms. Kehus shared that the annual National Association of Councils on Developmental Disabilities (NACDD) conference is July 8th through July 12th in New Orleans. The goal is to learn what other councils are doing and bring back best practices to Hawaii to support people with intellectual and developmental disabilities have the quality of life they desire. 
Ms. Kehus will follow up on Ms. Sly’s request from last month on what can be done to address the staffing crisis in service agencies.
DD Council next meeting is July 29th on Oahu.
Ms. Kehus shared how volunteers from SAAC are helping to keep the Islands of Hope kiosk at Queen Kaahumanu Center organized. There is a need for a volunteer to call agencies to ask them to drop off brochures at Easterseals for the kiosk.  Let Ms. Kehus know if you are interested. 
Ms. Satterlee shared that SAAC members voted for the SAAC state logo.  Mr. Urayanza explained that 8 different logos were submitted. Maui SAAC members voted on the logo they want.  The two-logo artist with the highest number of votes will work with a graphic artist to create a professional image. SAAC members will vote on the final logo. Maui SAAC officers are responsible for tallying the votes. 

Ms. Kehus reviewed the basic principles of SB330 (Medicaid Earned Income Disregard or Kal’s Law). If someone receives Medicaid services, they can earn up to 138% of the Federal Poverty Level and not have it impact their Medicaid services.  Mr. Urayanza shared information about the ABLE Accounts.

Ms. Kehus explained that it is time for all Feeling Safe Being Safe (FSBS) trainers to be re-certified and for SAAC members interested in becoming a trainer to apply. The trainer must demonstrate professionalism and have a passion for helping people. 12 training will be conducted throughout Maui County. 

B. MDA Legislative Forum

Mr. Urayanza shared that the 2019 MDA Legislative Forum is Wednesday, September 25, 2019, at Wailuku Community Center from 4:30 pm to 7 pm.  The theme is “Respect All Ability”.  Planning meetings are the third Thursday of each month at 1pm.  Teams consist of state and local elected officials as well as community members. Mr. Moniz explained that teams work together, and the commercials are videos.  The videos are designed to educate the community.  If someone with a disability would like to co-host with Dean Wong please let Ms. Kehus know.
